b. Next, participants will learn how to teach the six common story plots to students through literature. Learning
these story plots gives students an awareness of interesting and effective choices they can make for the prob-
lems and resolutions of their stories. Many students’ story examples are shown.

c. Then, participants will be given time to plan at least one story writing assignment for their classes based on a
plot pattern from a picture book.

d. Finally, participants will learn how to teach students the four writing techniques authors use to make their
stories exciting, along with where and when they should be applied. The techniques are: “movie” style writing,
“showing” emotions and motives, onomatopoeia, and sensory imagery (settings, encounters, suspense, and new
experiences).

Jusing literature models. Through picture books students are taught six basic story plot and resolution
Hpatterns that authors use. The six story plots are: copycat, circle, contest, switch, stuck and transfor-

M mation. Learning these story plots gives students an awareness of interesting choices they can make

d when writing. Participants will be shown how to design lessons from picture books. From the picture

i The Primary Reading with Results workshop shows methods which can be used to teach children to §
jread words and how to build their comprehension once they are reading. A variety of fun teaching :
fistrategies will be demonstrated. The approach presented is a blend of context learning, sight word

i memorization, and phonics. It is based on the pragmatic, semantic, syntactic and grapho-phonic cue-
Hing systems. The combination of these methods enables children to immediately discover the pleasure §

§of making movies in their minds while learning to verify what a word says by sounding it out. The
Hadvantages to blending these methods are that children learn to visualize, infer, apply background :
Hknowledge, memorize sight words, blend new words successfully and spell well. Next, there is a look §
Hat what causes reading difficulties and some techniques which can be used to help struggling readers.
 Reading difficulties can stem from decoding or visualization problems. The use of story mapping, :
non-fiction mapping, vocabulary building, modelling, and summarization are examined and applied as§
tools for comprehension building. Then, there is a look at how to base lesson plans on Bloom’s taxon-
Jomy in order to build comprehension and individualize assignments to meet the range of needs found
in the classroom. Finally, effective assessment for reading can be based on informal reading invento- B
